:: pre-course assignment

Begin a 2-week prayer journal on February 8th.  Write out your prayers.  They can be long, they can be short.  There can be one a day or multiple in a day.  Make the Winterfest conference a focus of your prayers and let’s see how the Holy Spirit aligns us in prayer together.

· Go to the Winterfest website, www.winterfestivcf.org and pray over each track that will take place that weekend.
