Watch either the movie “Crash” (2004)* OR “Amazing Grace” (2006).  “Crash” is a movie interweaving several stories during two days in Los Angeles involving interrelated characters.  “Amazing Grace” is a biography of William Wilberforce, a British politician who helped to abolish slavery.  As you watch either movie, consider the following questions:

· Which character do you identify the most and which character do you least identify with?  

· What are the influences that you see on each character?  What/who has shaped each person?

* One note about the “Crash”:  there are some scenes that are intense and/or explicit, so be ready with the “fast-forward” button if you know that you are a sensitive movie-watcher.  Or, just watch “Amazing Grace.”
